Hints and Tips

BAMBAM Mode:

The key 10 being A good BAMBAM pilor is 1o
correctly use power-ups. Each time you
destroy A complere alien wave you are awarded
a power-up. These are collected by flying your
BAMBAM ar them. You may choose how The
power-up is used by selecting one of The Three
poweRr-up icons shown at THe Top lefr of your
screen. These are [Weapons], [Shields], and
[Score] and may be selected with 1he Top row
of burtons on your Power Pad.

As 1he game progresses, you will need 1o select

how each power-up is Taken. If your shields are
GerTing low, press [2] so further power-ups will
replenish your shields. Once your weapons and



shields are a1 full power, Their icons will change
10 GRreen. |f you pick up A power-up when They
ARE iN This state, The power-up will be wasted.

IF you find yourself in trRouble use your Smart
Laser by pressing button [6] on your Power
Pad. You only have three Smart Lasers in each
mission so use THem with care. Remember you
can always block in-coming alien fire with your
NORMAL lasErs.

If a quick change of direction is required, A half
loop is quicker THAN A TURN.

BAMBAM Trench Mode:

Whien flying through an alien ship listen for The
sound of impeneTrable walls as you fire. If you
Hear ONE, START T0 ROTATE AROUNd 10 A safe
position AT once.  Because THe TrRench is A
confined space your lasers will not work. Look-
out for THe power-ups THAT line some parrs of
The TRench and use THESE To power-up your
weapons and shields.



HIT-PAK Mode:

HIT-PAKs have very strong shielding which can
Give them limited protection from alien arrack.
The circle of small dors displayed on your
scANNeRr AT The bottom of THE screen show you
1he sate of your shields. The color of he dots
will change each Time HIT-PAK 1akes a hit and
1he shields become weakened. A flashing dot
indicates THat a section of shield has become
critical. I later missions THe aliens will Try 10
out smart you by attacking you [Rom every
angle. The 1actic used by experienced Space
Hounds is 10 listen for The warp sound The
aliens make when They enter local space. Once
this happens locate THE Alien's position on your
scanner. If THe alien is located away from whiere
YOU ARE CURRENTlY POINTING, USE YOUR [ast sights
10 swing around ouickly, Then change back 1o
normal before shooting. Always Try and Take
1he shortest RouTE possible and Remember 10
GIVE PRIORiTy T0 AREAS WHERE yOUR shiElds Are
low or crirical.
