Fast PC emvlator

PC EMULATION on the ST is to progress
further with the imminent release of the
first 386SX-based emulator from Vortex
GmBH.

As a sister to ATonce Plus, the Mega
STE version will run at 16MHz and have a
slot for a 387 maths co-processor. Using
the STE’s cache to its full advantage,
graphics emulation will include CGA and
mono VGA and EGA.

A 386SX is much faster than the tradi-
tional 286 seen on the ST and the extra
speed is especially noticeable when run-

ning Microsoft’s Windows 3, the PC equiv-
alent of the Gem Desktop.

A year ago emulator developers were
saying that technology existed for 386
emulation but it was not worthwhile pro-
ducing boards because cost would have
made them more expensive than the
actual machine.

Due for release by early September from
Silica Systems (081-309 1111), a
price still needs to be fixed. Windows 3
can be bought from the Kent dealer for
£116.33.

ATARI ASSAULTS DTP MARKET

LIKE most good things in the Atari

world, the Atari assault on the

high-end electronic  publishing
market is coming from Germany.

Following the success of Atari's stand at
the Electronic Publishing Show in Chicago,
there is a determined marketing campaign to
sell “second generation Atari DTP” to a mar-
ket which until now has never taken the sign
of the Fuiji very seriously.

The key to success is the ability to provide
a complete system solution, a package that
will provide everything needed by graphic
designers, advertising agencies, publishing
houses and so on, from data and picture
input to high-end, multi-colour output.

First, there is the new TT with a Motorola
68030 processor running at 30MHz, easily
the equal of the top models in the Apple and
PC ranges. Simple to network and with a host
of options it makes an ideal low-cost worksta-
tion in any environment, and sales figures in
Germany show that the TT is being snapped
up faster than predicted. Second, there is the

recent release of Calamus SL. Much more
than an upgrade to the familiar Calamus DTP
program, Calamus SL handles four-colour
separations — the process of breaking colour
images down into the four constituent print
colours of cyan, yellow, magenta and black.

Calamus SL has been a long time coming
and even the release version is not quite
complete but provides truly professional,
colour-capable page make-up software that
Atari’s credibility in the serious electronic
publishing stakes required.

And lastly there is a new initiative by 3K-
ComputerBild to provide a complete pack-
age of their advanced software, together with
the Linotype-Hell imagesetter, to meet even
the most exacting quality and speed require-
ments.

Retouche Professional CD will be able to
handle 24-bit colour graphics from the scan-
ning stage down to lithographic screening
and four colour separations output to the
imagesetter.

ack in the dim and distant past two

men made a proposition that

changed the face of modern music.

It was in 1981 that Dave Smith and
Chet Wood lit the fuse for the Midi explo-
sion.

After some heated discussion and the
invaluable input of the Japanese, Midi was
finally born in 1982. Once the die was cast
the standard became universal and within 10
years has successfully colonised almost
every commercial studio on the planet.

By 1983 the first Midi compatible synthesis-
ers appeared and the race was on within the
software world to support the new musical
revolution.

The first attempts at sequencing were
somewhat less than subtle, but nevertheless
they offered the essentials such as unlimited
overdubs and of course the ability to tweak
tidy or completely reorganise a track
after it had been recorded into the
sequencer.

These functions are at the
very soul of sequencing,
and by definition lae com-
pletely beyond the limited
talents of tape. Of course
along with increased edi-
torial control, digital
recordings never degrade
no matter how many changes
and attempts are required to pro-
duce the finished masterpiece.

In the eyes of many an old muso this
technological disease has destroyed the
sacred art of putting a swirling line of sound
on to a plastic disk.

For others, Midi has opened the floodgates
for thousands of talented musicians who oth-
erwise would never have carved their name in
vinyl due to either a lack of opportunity,
practice or tuition on the instrument of
their choice.

This broadening of horizons has
not only opened music to the
untrained but for those musos
willing to embrace the new tech-
nology the power of the com-
puter has revolutionised the cre-
ative process.

Now an entire orchestra waits at
the fingertips of composer and fin-
ished scores pour from printers at a
single key stroke. The ability to experi-
ment, cut, paste, transpose are all done in
seconds and without the massive expense of
countless re-takes and the extortionate
amounts asked for studio time.

Thanks to Midi, modern recordings are
being produced for a fraction of the price of a
tape-based system and due to the "suck it
and see” approach which Midi allows, profes-
sionals and amateurs alike are producing
work they never imagined possible, all from
the comfort of their own home, only visiting
the studio to add the finishing touches and lay
down the final cut.

Now if you're an old Midi hand you'll be
waiting for the usual acronym rundown with
the inevitable meaning of Midi, which of
course stands for: the Musically Informed can
be Desperately Iritiating, as opposed to the
all to often quoted alternative, which other
mags would have you believe.

This tendency for technospeak rather than
explanation is usually enough to put many
people off experimenting with Midi before
they've programmed a note.

In fact, Midi is by no means as complex as

a lot of techno junkies would have you
believe, and to combat the acronym attack a
brief explanation of some of the basic princi-
ples is in order.

SELECTING YOUR SEQUENCER

The range of sequencing alternatives on the
ST are almost as wide as the variety of music
produced on them, but if you are new to the
business the latest musical bundle comprising
of a 1040 and Steinburg’s pro 24 Il has to be
a very attractive proposition for newcomers to
the music scene.

If you combined the hardware and software
purely on monetary terms you effectively get
Pro 24 for nothing. Not a bad deal, as Stein-
burg has and indeed still is the standard
package in many commercial studios, only
recently having its supremacy challenged by
Cubase for the title of the ST's top sequencing
package. If you're looking towards studio

work either of the
two packages would be
ideal, and even if the stu-
dio you choose happens to
use the alternative package to
your own, exchanging files between
the two is simple.

So there shouldn’t be any real problems,
and of course there’s nothing to stop you
dragging your own system in with you if nec-
essary.

Given a direct choice, I'd go for Cubase,
as it's slowly but surely taking over from Pro
24 as the studio standard as far as the ST is
concerned. Now keyboard selection is a
tricky one, as opinions of the same hardware




can differ considerably depending on taste,
but as far as Midi's concerned the only real
consideration is the available ports which
obviously must have IN, OUT and THRU. The
latter may not be available on ageing second
hand gear, but it can be invaluable if you're
planning to expand your system later.

A secondary, but still huge, consideration
when investing in a keyboard is the availabil-
ity of patch editing software. In the first few
weeks of ownership it may seem unimportant,
but it soon becomes invaluable when you're
looking for new sounds without incurring the
expense of a new synth.

Patch editing comes second only to
sequencing if you're on a limited budget. Put
simply, it allows you to import the sounds from
your synth or module into the computer for
editing.

This process is referred to as a fetch, and
once fetched the formerly unobtainable
sound appears on screen as a series of
waveforms and variables which are very easy
to relate to and make complex changes as
simple as dragging a point on a wave or
selecting an option from an icon.

Anyone old and unfortunate enough to
remember the nightmare of programming
synths sounds via the faceless
control panel of a synth with end-
less complex algorithms will waste
no time in extolling the virtues of a
decent patch editor.

The miraculous little utilities
allow you to completely redesign
your sounds, all the way from sim-
ply altering the waveform right
through to the type of reverb or the
length of delay, in fact any param-
eter relating to the sound. If that's
still not enough, individual sounds
can be blended or totally new ones
created from scratch. When your
masierpiece is complete either

individual or entire banks of sounds can be
saved to disk or dumped back into your synth
in the locations of your choice, where they'll
remain until the next update, stored perma-
nently just like the originals.

A word of warning: Always back up before
you start to tinkering, it can save a lot of tears
later on.

With many manufactures producing synths
in both modular and keyboard formats it's
tempting to build your system around a cen-
tral mother keyboard which then accesses the
various modules as required.

On the surface, modular expansion seems
the ideal answer to the ever-increasing spiral
of expenditure that musical addiction tends to
inspire, with modules often saving hundreds
as opposed to the keyboard alternatives.

Having said that, it’s still much easier to sell
a complete keyboard rather than a module, so
if you're the sort of person who has to keep up
with the neighbours, complete keyboards may
be a better bet purely from a resale point of
view.

The key to keyboard selection is to look for
the added extras, like reverb and delay, built-
in drum sounds, and so on. It's this area
where multi timbrel modules come into there
own.

Multi timbrel simply means that they’ll play
several instruments at any one time, with most
modern units handling up to eight separate
synth voices simultaneously in addition to a
complete drum track arranged from a variety
of drum sounds - all packed into a tiny box
that's best described as a musical Tardis.

It's not quite all beer and skittles, as there's
a limit to the number of individual notes or
partials that can be played together. With
most multi timbrel units the available number
of partials is about 32, so that means up to
eight separate voices can be playing in con-
cert as long as the total number of individual
notes doesn't exceed 32. Did | say Midi
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wasn'’t confusing? This band in a box affect is
all due to the power of Midi, and the huge
mountains of hardware once associated with
the average keyboard player have been con-
densed into a single lightweight unit that pro-
duces the illusion of an entire band thanks to
a few blips of data from a sequencer. Isn't
technology wonderful — as long as you're not
an ex-session musician, of course.

For the beginner multi timbrel units such
as the Roland CM-32L and the older MT-32
are ideal. The sound quality doesn’t match
that of dedicated units such as Korg's M1
and others, but they're still a great place to
start, and even with their restrictions on qual-
ity they easily match up to the performance
of infinitely more expensive units that were
producing classic hits only a couple of years
back.

OK, once you've chosen your sequencer,
modules, keyboards or both, the next step is
to connect it all up. With an ST things
couldn’t be simpler. It's just a matter of a few
Midi cables connecting the Midi OUT from
the source to the Midi IN on the ST.

If, however, you're looking to build a sys-
tem that uses multiple sources, a Midi junc-
tion box might well be a good investment.

With most units offering Midi THRU, it
might seem something of a waste to invest in
what is merely a signal splitter, but daisy-
chaining several units via the THRU ports
can occasionally run into problems if you're
linking three or four units together.

Each time the Midi information is passed
THRU a unit a little of the initial quality is lost,
and as a result the signal can become dirty
and obviously some data may be corrupt
when it's passed on to the next unit in the
line.

Because a Midi cable itself is basically a
serial link which is passing data in succes-
sion down the line to the next unit in the

chain, long cables mean increased transfer
time. As a result those at the end of lengthy
cable and THRU port connection may not
receive their data fast and clean enough to
keep up, and as a result information can
become scrambled.

A junction box simply gives a copy of the
complete Midi signal direct from the
sequencer to each sound source. As a result
there are no lengthy cables between the ST
and the target and of course no THRU ports.

As a result all your Midi information is deliv-
ered squeeky clean and at optimum speed.
Assuming you've got a hi-fi or amplifier you
should now have your latest creation booming
from the speakers in all its pure digital glory.
Unfortunately for most of us, once the
sequencing is complete it's time to compro-
mise our digital principles and add some ana-
log, whether that be vocals, guitars or in fact
anything that requires a mic before it can be
captured. If you're a digital purist it's possible

This is fine for the occasional "Yoo baby,
get down moma”, but if you're after a com-
plete acoustic guitar track you'll need an
entire hard disk sampling system to do it,
which will set you back a lot more than a high
quality four, six or eight track multitracker.

As you can see from some of the pho-
tographs in this article, there are a fair num-
ber of Multitrack studios on the market but if
you're a Midi enthusiast make sure you go for
a unit with built-in Midi sync or at least one

MIDI MUSIC LESSONS

As simple as sound recording and especially Midi appear on paper, it can
be a confusing area, and to beat the technology blues Manchester's
School of Sound Recording or Spirit offer a whole range of courses aimed
at making any musician’s first tentative steps a little easier.

If Manchester is a little too far afield try inquiring of your local authority
for similar schemes in your area. Wherever you choose, the principles will
probably be the same, so here’s what to expect.

Spirit offer three short five - and three - day courses aimed at com-
plete beginners and the more advanced alike.

The first course gives a basic grounding in the studio and covers the
basics of recording and working in a studio environment. It isn’t aimed at
Midi, but rather at getting your talents on to tape.

The second course is a direct follow and goes much deeper into signal
processing and mixing. It also makes a start on Midi with an introduction
to SMPTE time code, sampling, triggering and principles of Midi. If you can
class yourself as a well-versed amateur this could be the one for you.

The final part of the trilogy is the Sampling C.M.l. programming and Midi
Workshops. This course runs over a weekend and covers the more
advanced aspects of Midi, covering the theory on sequencers, drum
machines and a more in - depth look at sampling.

More detail is explained on time code and synchronisation, plus a look
at Midi controlled effects and recent advancements in the field such as
Midi mixers, programmable patch bays and pitch to Midi converters. The

courses vary in price from £172.50 to £230.00 inc. If a weeks tuition isn’t
enough Spirit also hold a 48 week course that can be taken either during
the day or in the evening. As you might expect, this goes into great detail
and is designed for those looking for a
career in engineering.
Registration will set you back £50
with £30 to follow for each week of
the course. All of Spirit's courses
provide a certificate and hopefully
a step in the right direction for you
and your music.
As you can see from the
scanned record sleeves, Spirit
also has a working studio and
most courses give a certain
amount of studio time for stu-
dents to produce either their
own work or that of a band
which can either be your
choice or provided by the
studio.
If youw're interested in
signing up you can con-
tact Spirit for further
details on: 061-228 1830.
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Casio's excellent DAT recorder winning
many friends in the music business

which can support an external sync unit.

This is vital if you're going for really big pro-
ductions as it allows you to sync your
sequencer to music already present on the
track.

The second and lesser consideration is the
recorder’s tape speed. The higher the speed
the better the sound quality — it's as simple as
that. So check that before you hand over the
cash.

Once you have your sequencer and studio
synchronised the original 16 channels of Midi
becomes chicken feed as a complete 16
channel sequence can be assigned to each
track on the recorder.

This miracle occurs thanks to a Midi time
code, or MTC, which is recorded directly on
to the tape. MTC is a descendant of
SMPTE/EBU time code, the industry standard
in the TV and the film business since Adam
was a lad.

Once it's recorded on to a track MTC can
be read by the sequencer on play back or
record. As a result the sequencer can adjust
its Midi information accordingly, sending per-
fectly synchronised data to the various key-
boards and modules as you record.

Thanks to MTC the bad old days of ping
pong recording are long gone. These days
there’s very little need to bounce countless
tracks together, degrading the sound quality
in order to produce a big sound. Thanks to
the efforts of Midi and MTC, the average mod-
ern multitrack is more than capable of pro-
ducing the same sound as a 24 track system
of less than 10 years back. OK, the sound
quality won't be up to the same standard, but
the impact can still be astonishing.

Once you've built your system and written
a classic the final task is to mix down your
masterpiece and create the next number one.

Again Midi can play a large part in the pro-
cess, especially if you're working with a pro-
fessional Midi — friendly mixing desk which in
some cases can be preprogrammed to auto-
matically punch in, fade out and mute tracks
as the mix takes place.

In the bad old days mix down meant all
hands to the console as various tracks were

THE ST IN THE 21ST CENTURY

The next step on from a standard Midi setup is to
upgrade to recording direct to hard disk. Only as lit-
tle as two years ago this type of system was
strictly for the pros, but thanks to Digital Designs
Sound Tools system, it’s now within the reach of
mere mortals like you and me.

Sound Tools is a two channel direct to disk
system that can use a 1040 fitted with an accel-
erator and four megs of ram to process the
incoming data from an analog to digital con-
verter which writes the incoming signal from the
mixing desk direct to hard disk.

The paperless office never really appeared, but
the tapeless studio is already with us and Sound
Tools will soon bring such power to the back bed-
room studio of many a Midi enthusiast.

As well as the ST, accelerator and converter a rea-
sonably speedy and sizable hard disk is essential. The
choice is yours, but no matter what size of disk is used it
must have an access time of under 35 milliseconds.

To give you an idea of what’s required, approximately 10 min-
utes of recording can be squeezed on to a 100 meg drive. Once
recorded, the entire song can be treated like a normal sample and
entire sections can be cut, pasted, looped and combined as

required.

The system minus the hard drive is on offer for £2,864 and
brings pure digital production to anyone with a wallet to match

their enthusiasm.

added and subtracted from the overall sound.
This process almost inevitably led to
the odd disaster and a tendency for
individuals to add a little too much of what
they liked and perhaps a little less of what
they didn't.

For most of us using home studio equip-
ment, the need for countless fingers on the
faders isn't really a problem, but there's still
the question of where to store your work and
how to keep it at its best after the four hun-
dredth demo had been dispatched to the
record companies.

In the past this meant occasional remixing
of masters or running a few copies off at one
time, all with the the hiss that only analog can
add to the sound.

Fortunately an answer has arrived for the
semi professional who wants to maintain

We can’t publish programs
we don't receive, OK? Whatever language you've
used, Basic or assembler, Pascal or C, send it to us,
we'll evaluate its potential and if it's good enough for
the Disk - why, we'll even pay you! If you're going to
send a program, here’s what to do.

* Check that it works and that it's as bug-free as
you can get it. May sound obvious, but you know your
own code. An inexperienced user might press one
wrong key and send the whole thing scampering
away for cover.

+ Make sure that it's ALL your own work. Don't rip
off code from anyone else then send it with your
name. We'll send it back with the forces of law and
order...

* Include full instructions.

* Include your name and address.

* If you want the disk back, include a stamped
addressed envelope.

* Include a signed declaration bearing these
words “l agree to indemnify Europress Publications
against all possible litigation arising from the use of
my software”. If you're under 18, get your parent or
guardian to sign it too.

This last point is very important and we cannot
even consider your software without it. Then once
you've sent a disk, be patient. We get lots of submi-

sions and we give each one careful consideration.
&

If you have a question about the ST, then
the Code Clinic is the place to get it
answered.

It is also where you can help out with
someone else’s queries.

This month the topics covered include
the differences between interpretive lan-
guages, compilers and assemblers, Midi
software problems, problems with DMA
redirection and the RS232 buffer.

GETTING STARTED

RunTime is a disk-based magazine program with
articles providing programming help, hints and
much more.

The magazine appears on side one of the Disk
as RUNTIME.PRG and to read it just double click
on it. You'll see a screen with the Atari ST User
logo on the left and a list of menu options on the
right.

These menus contain the titles of all the pro-
grams, articles, games and utilities on the
CoverDisk. Click on a menu option and the article
will be loaded and displayed on the screen. If
your monitor isn't very clear you can print out the
article.

At the foot of the screen you will find several
icons. Here's what the main ones do.

Some of the programs on the CoverDisk have
been packed using an archiving program.
This is done to ensure that we can fit as much
as possible onto your Disk. To make the de-
archiving process as painless as possible we
have used a self-extracting archive program.

In short, this means that all you have to do
is copy one program to a blank disk, then run
it and all the archived files for that application
will be extracted.

To make the self-extracting programs eas-
ier to spot, the filename used will always be of

letter or number (X_RAMDSK.TOS for exam-
ple may hold archived files for a ramdisk).

If you find a file with this type of name, sim-
ply format a disk and copy the file to it. Then
put the disk containing the program into the
drive, and double click on the program. The
files will extract themselves.

If you are still not clear on the procedure,
follow the numbered instructions below for a
step-by-step guide.

For this exercise we will assume the file is
called X_PROGNM.TOS:

1. Put the CoverDisk in drive A, switch on
computer, monitor and any external disk
drive.

2. Make sure you have a blank, formatted
disk. This disk should NOT be write pro-
tected.

3. Ensure the CoverDisk IS write protected
and then put the CoverDisk into drive A.

4. Double click on the DRIVE A icon on the
Desktop to open a window.

5. Size the window so that the file is visible
within it, and the DRIVE A and DRIVE B icons
are visible on the Desktop.

6. Point at this file with the mouse pointer,
press and hold the left mouse button, and
drag the file over to the DRIVE B icon. When
the DRIVE B icon is highlighted, release the
mouse button.

Many programs on the ST are large
and use lots of files, such as
resource files for a GEM program,
data files for a spreadsheet, or tune
files for a music program. In order
to fit as many programs as possible
onto the CoverDisk, complete with
all their associated files, the
archive program was written.

Although there are a number of
different versions of the archiving
program they all achieve more or
less the same result. A number of
files are taken, compressed and
merged together to form one large
file, which is smaller than the sum
of the individual files.

To extract the original files from
this archive it’s usually necessary
to run another program which loads
the archive file and writes the
uncompressed files back to disk.
This method was previously used on
the CoverDisk, using the program

ARCHIVING - WHAT IT ALL MEANS

ARCX.TTP. But to make things sim-
ple, we’re now using a self-extract-
ing archive.

This is a utility which turns an
archive file into a program which,
when run, extracts all the files from
the archive and writes them to disk.
No more ARCX.TTP

The self-extracting archive pro-
gram appears just like any other
program on the ST, and for this rea-
son we’ve adopted the following
standard. All self-extracting archive
files will have the prefix X_ and the
suffix .TOS

As an example, the filename
X 1STWRD.TOS may be the self-
extracting archive of the 1st Word
program and associated files.

These self-extracting archive files
should be copied to a blank disk
before being run because they will
attempt to write out to the disk
from which they’re run.

7. If you have an external drive, put the
blank, formatted disk in it now. Ensure this
disk is NOT write protected.

8. An alert box will appear, showing 1 file to
be copied. Click on OK.

9. If you do not have an external drive:
when prompted to insert Disk B in Drive A, put
in the blank, formatted disk, ensuring it is NOT
write protected, then click on OK. When
prompted to insert DISK A in DRIVE A, insert
the CoverDisk and then click on OK. Repeat
this as often as requested.

10. Put the previously blank disk in drive A.

11. Re-boot the computer (by pressing the
reset button).

12. Double click on the DRIVE A icon. This
will open a window.

13. The window should contain just one file,
X_PROGNM.TOS. Double click on this.

14. The program will now automatically de-
archive all of the files, writing them to the
same disk. While it runs, a list of filenames will
be displayed on the screen. When finished,
the Desktop will return, with the window now
containing a number of files as well as the
X_PROGNM.TOS file.

15. Point the mouse pointer at the file
X_PROGNM.TOS, click and hold the left
mouse button and drag the icon to the waste-
bin on the Desktop. When the wastebin is
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highlighted, release the mouse button.

16. You will be prompted that you are
about to delete one file. Click on OK to con-
firm that this is correct.

17. The disk in the drive now contains the
unarchived files. Depending on the programs
concerned, you may be able to run them
now, or further files may have to be de-
archived first. Consult the instructions on the
disk pages for the program in question.

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In the second part of our feature on the
ST in education, Pat Winstanley puts her
home-bred team of researchers on to the
task of assessing educational software

he most difficult part of choosing edu-

cational software for the ST is judging

its usefulness. Most schools use PC

and BBC machines almost exclusively,
and very little software written for those
machines is converted for the Atari on your
kitchen table.

So how do you choose suitable programs?
Ask their teachers and you'll probably receive
a blank look. Ask the suppliers and they'll
usually try to push their most profitable pack-
age at you regardless of educational content.

The following is intended to give you an
overview of what is available — some is good,
even excellent, while some is not particularly
wonderful but may catch your child’s imagina-

tion. Remember, you have to

grab their attention before any benefit arises.

Offer a game which leaves the imagination
cold and you have a bored baby - regardless
of the educational content of a package. Offer
a “grabber” and you will soon notice a variety
of skill tests not even mentioned on the box’s
blurb.

This applies to shoot-'em-ups as well — they
often have excellent educational content hid-
den behind a “save the world from the aliens”
plot. Look out for maths skills in such exer-
cises as shopping for weapons. Look for co-
ordination training hidden behind joystick or
mouse skills, for computer training in disk
swaps and for English and keyboard familiar-
ity when typing names into high-score tables.
The list goes on and on. Unlike arcade

Most
educational games are on unpro-
tected disks so take advantage of
the fact, but don’t spread copies
around to your friends unless you
are dealing with PD or shareware.

MATHS FOR BEGINNERS

While spelling programs are handicapped by
the need to show the answer in some way,
maths games are far easier to design, and
this is shown in the vast range available.
Everything from the ful-blown arcade
approach to mind-bending puzzles are incor-
porated in the following selection.

When choosing for your child, bear in mind
their familiarity with the computer. Are they
competent with a joystick or better off being
given plenty of time to think?

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cational. In fact, both packs are designed to
appeal to a wide range of age groups — Soft-
Stuff suggest ages 4 to 90 — and certainly do
the trick. While not as specific to the National
Curriculum as the Fun School packs, the Puz-
zle Book series makes a good bridge
between arcade games and sheer hard work.

HELP WITH ENGLISH

When it comes to reading and ‘riting, pro-
grammers have tremendous difficulties in
designing suitable games. How can you ask
a child to spell something without showing the
word onscreen first?

Strangely, despite the simplicity of sam-
pled speech and an excellent PD program,
Speaktext, which is widely available and eas-
ily incorporated into Stos programs, very few
educational programmers make use of the
sound capabilities of the ST.

One which does use sampled speech is a
little old in the tooth now but still excellent
both in content and appeal. B.Spell asks the
child to spell 26 words, one for each letter of
the alphabet.

The beauty of the program is in its presen-
tation. Each letter of the alphabet is displayed
onscreen, and selecting it with the mouse not
only enters the letter in the spelling area but
also pronounces the letter's sound — ahh,
buh, cuh, etc.

This is an excellent way for younger chil-
dren to learn how to match letter shape to
sound, while for older ones it provides a clue
to phonetics when they reach the stage of
stringing sounds together to make words.

Another excellent offering is the Play &
Read series from Prism. | have to admit that
my own children, aged seven and eight, are
totally uninterested in the set but that is prob-
ably due to their computer literacy.

five machines — and still counting!

Children who are unused to computers will
have lots of fun but will also learn from the
games. The first module comes complete with
five story books, an introductory demonstra-
tion disk and an accompanying audio cas-
sette. This intro teaches the basics of key-
board control such as the spacebar and cur-
sor keys.

The programs come in four packs, each
drawing on the vocabulary introduced in the
reading books and gradually covering word
matching, spelling, sentence construction and
so on. The series as a whole is slow to use but
highly recommended by schools where chil-
dren who are unfamiliar with the keyboard
need to take their time.

Forget it if you have shoot-'em-up maniacs
—they'll die from boredom — but if you have a
child unsure of computers, or perhaps a “spe-
cial needs” candidate, the system is well
worth a look.

FROG HUSBAND

For those who want a litle more spice you
could do worse than Henrietta’'s Book of
Spells. This afforded my lads several hours of
fun one afternoon when it was too wet to play
out. Henrietta has an unfortunate husband
named Henry who has
managed to get himself
turned into a frog. Why
on earth she didn't leave
him to his fate I'll never
know! The task is to
help turn him back into
a human again by solv-
ing a variety of word
puzzles.

THE PUBLIC
DOMAIN OPTION

If you don’t fancy splashing out £15
to £30 for a commercial package,
try looking through some public
domain library catalogues.
Although PD often has less depth
than commercial programs, it is a
useful way to try children out with
different program styles to see
what suits them.

A point to watch though, is that
many of the PD titles are American
which can cause problems with
spelling programs. Not only is
spelling likely to be wrong for the
British market, but words them-
selves are often different - like
sidewalk instead of pavement. This
shouldn’t put you off though, just be
aware. All the disks mentioned here
are available from Goodmans PDL.

Among the PD collections you
will find a similar spread of topics
on the commercial side with maths,
English, French, geography and so
on all represented. One of the bet-
ter maths disks is Shipwreck in
which the child controls the
progress of a marooned sailor in his
escape.

To help the sailor move through
different sections of the escape,

The strange phrasing enables you
to guess the meaning of unfamiliar
words from their context and is far
less formidable than having to
translate a passage entirely in
French in order to understand what
is going on.

The graphics are
the equal of movie standard, although a little
slower, and the only drawback is the upper
case presentation which is a little off-putting
for children learning lower case in the infant
classes.

For older children a couple of good
choices are Better Spelling from School Soft-
ware and Things to do with Words from Soft-
Stuff. Both packs offer basic puzzles in word
manipulation such as anagrams, and have
enough variety to keep attention concentrated

ADULT EDUCATION

It isn’'t only the children who find educational
software fascinating, adults do too, and sev-
eral programs are available which can help
the more mature among us to extend our
knowledge of familiar subjects or to study a
brand new one.

Among the more subject-specific programs
is Geography Tutor which is an interactive atlas.
Countries of the world are split into sections
such as Europe, the Middle East and so on.

Choosing a region brings up a map show-
ing country borders, and a click in the
required country displays details from the
database. Among the facts stored are lan-
guages, population, religion and life
expectancy.

With these details, tests can be set up or
more data added. For anyone with an interest
in geography the program provides hours of
browsing and fun. Devouring Geography
Tutor may give you a taste for travel, but how
can you brush up those rusty skills in foreign
languages? Several programs are available to

Is a crane so simple to draw? Art Tutor makes it easy for the novice
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help you learn and revise vocabulary in a vari-
ety of languages. Kosmos, for instance, offer
French Mistress — the series also covers Ger-
man, Spanish and ltalian — which provides a
painless method of brushing up and extend-
ing your knowledge.

The program offers both the chance to
learn and the opportunity to test yourself. In
addition, you can key in your own vocabulary
lists — particularly handy when the program is
used in conjunction with formal courses.

Another good program is Art Tutor which,
while not a drawing package, demonstrates
the techniques required to build up pictures
either on paper or screen.

While the program can't promise to make
an artist of you, it can certainly help to struc-
ture your work and give an insight into such
topics as perspective.

Perhaps the most enjoyable way to
increase your general knowledge is by taking
part in quizzes, and the Answer Back Quiz
and Factfiles offer a chance to do just this.
The basic quiz is available in two versions.

The junior version differs from the senior in
the type of question files supplied and the
addition of an optional arcade sequence
which is invoked when the child answers cor-
rectly. Several Factfile disks are available to
add to the system. The data disks tend to
cover a single topic to high standards — such
as GCSE and beyond — while the data sup-
plied with the shells is much more of a miscel-
lany. This set of packages is ideal for the
whole family — and you can even set, save
and use your own gquestion lists.

C Adventure Toolkit

From the South West Software Library
comes the C Adventure Toolkit (CAT). This
is a comprehensive adventure game gener-
ator with a difference.

Using CAT you design your adventure
using a simple, though comprehensive,
programming language. All of the com-
mands are English-like, which makes the
adventures simple to follow and amend.

A program is provided which reads in the
source files you create, combines some
default files, and outputs a number of C
source files. These C files can then be
taken and compiled using your favourite C
compiler.

The system is set up to allow the use of
either MWC or Sozobon C, though other
variations should be easily accommodated
as instructions are provided. The disk even
contains two versions of the program — one
for the ST and another for the PC - so if you
create any adventures they can be run on
either machine!

The major advantage of a system such
as this is the flexibility of the approach. If
you are a competent C programmer, you
can quite easily add to the final program.

If you want to create stunning pictures but
you don’'t have an artistic bone in your
body then Kosmic 2 could be the program
for you! Written by Dave Henniker, and
available on Floppyshop ST disk number
ART 47C, the program requires 1Mb of
memory (or more).

The program is shareware, in that it is
“suggested” that you send £5.00 to the
author to encourage him to release
updates. The incentive (if updates to the
software isn't enough) is that you will
receive the STOS Basic source code to the
program and some original art done with
CVidi-ST and Deluxe Paint.

Some art is also included on the disk in
Tiny format, with a viewer program.

To quote from the documentation “The
purpose of the program is to create
psychedelic patterns which can be saved
to disk. No drawing skills are needed...”

That just about sums it up. The software
is fairly psychedelic in itself, with a super
loading screen and some great samples.

The main screen is split into eight
columns. The first two contain all the major
drawing effects. These include Moire pat-
terns, spiral circles, and what | can only
describe as a Crowd of Smileys! Many of
the effects have parameters which can be
set by clicking on the third column.

Columns four and five control the load-
ing and saving of pictures, colour cycling
etc and also allow you to define a clip area,
which will then become the only area to be
affected by the drawing tools. The final two
columns define the various palettes which
can be used. There are several pre-set
palettes or you can design your own.

The program is very easy to get into, and
some great effects can be produced with
the minimum of effort. That said, there is an
awful lot to the program. There are many
parameters which can be set which will
effect the outcome of the various drawing
tools.

Luckily there are several help screens
within the program, but the best way to
learn, | found, was to play with the pro-
gram. This is one of the few non-games
programs which get you saying “Well, just
one more go!”

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MASTERING COLOURS...

John Everett, Wolverhampton
John sent us this beautiful stained-glass win-
dow. He writes “I put this together on my STE
using Neochrome Master (from the
CoverDisk!).

“| started by drawing the outline of half of
the window, copying and flipping it to give
the whole shape. Then
| used ‘draw’ to put in
the rose in the centre,
again copying and mir-
roring.

“The rest of the lines
| drew in quite quickly.
Picking my palette
took a long time, |
wanted hot and cold
colours with a bright
centre. When I'd found
some pleasing shades
| filled the shapes from
the centre out, taking
care not to put the '
same colour in two adjacent blocks.

“l anti-aliased it carefully by hand, using
the next shade down to each colour to
smooth off the stepping. Finally | picked a
neutral tone (I'd left a spare slot) for the lead
strips and wall around it. The whole picture
took me about nine hours.”

MONOCHROME MERGE

Christine Jones, Oxford
Another zebra picture, this time from Chris-
tine Jones. Over to the artist for her commen-
tary.

“| started this screen after finding an inter-
esting picture of two zebra. Their stripes
seemed to merge into each other in an
unusual way so | exaggerated it.

‘| spent quite a long time copying a
squared tracing onto a gridded screen, but
then it was fairly quick because | filled in the
white stripes, chose a palette of greys, cut
the whole thing as a brush and used the
smooth function in the FX menu a couple of
times over itself.

“Finally | tidied it up a bit by hand, adding
some more intermediate grey dots where the
lines still looked jagged and put in the eye
shapes.”

BOARD WITH CHESS?

“ Paul tells me that he worked on

BACKGAMMON

| was pleased to see the program Backgam-
mon appearing on your coverdisk because |
have owned a copy of this for some years and
feel it is an excellent game.

However, there is something I'm dying to
know. Is it just me or have any of your other
readers noticed that the program has a ten-
dency to er, well, um, cheat?

Whereas two humans have to put up with
all the problems of random dice throws, this
program seems in certain circumstances to
have discovered the neat solution of simply
deciding the best numbers to throw, and
throwing them, or not throwing them, if it hap-
pens to be your turn.

| won't go into details but I've played this
game thousands of times since and have
done a certain amount of statistical research
in order to work out if it cheats.

Basically the program seems to have two
distinct phases of strategy. The first is to block

you in and consists of building up a solid wall
of pieces, starting from its own six bar and
working down to its one bar. Very frustrating if
one of your men is still stuck there! Is it me or
have other readers noticed the program just
happening to throw exactly the right numbers
to achieve this, stage by stage?

The second phase is the “run like hell”
phase which occurs when there are no men
left to block and it's a simple race to the fin-
ish. Again, is it me or have other readers
noticed the astonishing frequency with which
the program throws itself at least one six, or
alternatively throws you at least one one?

The program'’s chief (but not only) weapon
seems to be its fortunate ability to throw fre-
quent double numbers. Over a long period
I've counted these and found the program
throwing itself, on average, a double number
every four throws, and its opponent one every
seven.

Of course the program doesn’t cheat every
time. That'd be too obvious, wouldnt it? In
fact, | usually beat it about seven times in
every ten, so it's not that good a player really.
But | would be very interested if any of your
other readers have any reason to suspect that
at certain selected moments the dice are, if
not actually fixed, then at least heavily weight-
ed in the program'’s favour!

Incidentally, the program does contain a
small bug, which leads very occasionally to
one of the dice appearing blank (the program
usually interprets this to be a seven!) Yet
since it's hard to imagine this happening
when a simple “pick a random number
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between one and six” instruction is used, this
only adds to my belief that the dice throws are
calculated in a slightly more complex way,
and that the- programmer has overlooked
something.

ST WORLD CORRECTION

| am writing on behalf of CUG(UK) to express
our concern at the article on Prospero C in the
current issue of ST World. We would not wish
to argue with the body of the review, however
we must object to the phrase Prospero’s Atari
ST ANSI C.

As you may know, the final version of ANSI
C has been in existence for more than a year
and BSI QA has been validating C compilers
since last September. No C compiler may
claim to be (or imply that it is) an ANSI compil-
er unless it has been granted a full validation
certificate from a national standards authority.
Prospero C has not been granted such a cer-
tificate by any such authority here or else-
where.

You make clear that it is only an attempt to
get into the proposed ANSI C compatible
form, but it is not clear that this is no longer a
proposal and so software that does not com-
ply may not legally in the UK make any claim
to compatibility or compliance.

The patience of those who have worked
hard to get a fully ratified and tested standard
is fast running out. Firms allowing false claims
to be made should not be surprised if they
eventually have to explain their actions to
either Trading Standards officers or Advertis-
ing Standards personnel.

Turning to other matters, | was interested in
your article on portability. It was a pleasant
change to see a serious attempt made to
raise the standards of C programming.

Thank you for bringing the problem to
our attention. Hopefully, by printing
this letter, any difficulties which may
have arisen over the article will be
allayed.

Our apologies to those responsible
for working out the ratified and test-
ed standard for ANSI C compatibility.
It is obviously a problem for software
developers who, in an attempt to
keep up with current trends, develop
software against proposed, rather
than finalised standards. Hopefully
we will witness the release of full
ANSI C compilers on the ST soon.

In general, a virus will only infect
your computer if it is on a disk which
is in drive A when the computer is
first switched on or re-booted. A
virus cannot stay in your machine if
it is switched off for any length of
time - say, one minute to be totally
safe.

So with a few sensible precautions
you should remain virus free. As for

the chances of getting a virus being
increased by buying PD software, the
answer is no - but you should still
check all disks to be on the safe
side.

The difference between DSDD and
DSHD is significant for ST owners.
DSHD (Double Sided High Density
rather than Double Sided Double
Density) disks are designed for com-
puters with high density disk drives.
They are capable of holding more
data, and are therefore more expen-
sive.

Although they can be used with
STs, it is not recommended as some
“normal” disk drives may have prob-
lems writing to a high density disk.
In any case, the Atari cannot read
disks which have been formatted on
a high density disk drive.

The ST’s power supply is very reli-
able generally. Although some early
STs tended to get rather warm (well,
alright then, very hot!) this is much
less of a problem with the STE.

Finally - yes! Go and buy an ST
now!

OUTSIDE HELP

F A Fulbrook writes in response to
°July’s Interactive Rescue: | have had

the same problem as S Morris of York
with the Citizen 120D+ printer and NLQ in
First Word Plus.

The problem lies with the Epson FX printer
driver, EPSON_FX.CFG, which does not sup-
port NLQ at all. The simplest answer is to
switch the printer to NLQ format by holding
down the LF button and pressing the On Line
button.

The alternative is to edit the
EPSON_LQ.CFG file, which gives NLQ in all
modes except when importing graphics. The
changes required are as follows: alter the
printer configuration line to 0,0,C,48,0,0, then
alter the characteristics line 26 to 1B, 2A, 5
and line 34 to 1B, 41, 12.

Save the edited file to another name, such
as CITIZEN.HEX, then run the INSTALL.PRG
program to produce a .CFG file. The results
can be tested using the supplied TEST.DOC.

The best bet would be to go for one
of the several hardware PC emula-
tors, such as PC-speed or AT-speed.
Be prepared to fork out around £100
minimum for such emulation, and
check that the suppliers can provide
a version of MSdos.

ducing the novice user to the many aspects
of computing, one would expect the article to
be factually correct.
My most important complaint concerns the
advice on how robust floppy disks are: ... get

= =



» the biggest magnet you can find and rub it

backwards and forwards over the disk...". Let
me put you straight about the magnet trick.

The data is encoded onto a floppy disk by
writing @ magnetic pattern on to the magnetiz-
able surface of the disk. In order to corrupt or
erase this data the disk must be exposed to a
magnetic field strength greater than 30 Oes-
terds. This is the threshold figure quoted by
IBM above which disk function cannot be
guaranteed. (1 Oesterd = 79.58 amps per
metre).

A more common unit to express the
strength of a magnet is in terms of its mag-
netic flux density. The units are Tesla or
Gauss (10,000 Gauss = 1 Tesla). If we are
using a magnet in air then a flux density of 1
Gauss is equivalent to a field strength of 1
Oesterd. So a magnet having a flux density
greater than 30 Gauss is obviously bad news
for our floppy and hard disks.

To put this into perspective, an average
loudspeaker magnet used in a 6in drive unit
has a flux density of approx 250 Gauss.

Drives are ridiculously cheap in my country
(around £26 for an original Sony drive) and
not getting one is sort of odd here when all
my PC owning friends have at least one
1.44Mb drive.

The problem with using a High Den-

sity disk system with the Atari
A is that, once in High Density

mode the interface tries to read
all drives attached as high density
drives. So copying from, say, an
external double sided double density
disk to the internal high density disk
would be impossible, as the data
could not be read from the external
drive.

To overcome this, a modification is
made to the High Density drive which
switches the system to High Density
mode only when the HD drive is
accessed, defauiting to Double Den-
sity mode at other times. This modifi-
cation would be required for all HD
drives if you also wish to use Double
Density drives.

The kit supplied by the Atari Work-
shop costs £99.95 (inc VAT) includ-
ing the modified High Density drive,
though the kit can be supplied with-
out the drive for around £32.50. As
you say, installation is quite simple,
requiring three solder joints and one
pin to be cut.

The Atari Workshop had some
problems with their latest batch of
HD drives, as their supplier had
changed the specification, which
meant that their modifications no
longer worked correctly. However a
solution to this problem has been
found.

ithout doubt, NeoDesk 3 is one
of the truly great programs avail-
able for the ST. By replacing the
appalling Gem desktop it
enhances productivity and makes the ST's file
management system much easier to use.

Incorporating many of the user friendly fea-
tures found on the Apple Macintosh, the ST's
financially remote big brother, NeoDesk
should be high on any serious ST user’s wish-
list.

Remember that no matter how nice custom
icons may look, beware of using too many.
NeoDesk imposes a limit of about 110 icons
in the main resource file, but don't be tempted
to go overboard.

In the first place, the more custom icons
there are installed, the slower NeoDesk
becomes. Operations like opening or sorting
a directory window can slow down quite dra-
matically as NeoDesk works out which icon
belongs to which file.

As a general rule, try to assign icons to file
types, rather than to individual files. Giving an
individual document or font a special icon
doesn't really help you that much and it slows
down the desktop. If you have a few pro-
grams that you use frequently, then by all
means give them a unique icon, but on the
whole, try to stick with the default icons.

Custom icons are one of the big selling
points of NeoDesk, giving the ST a much
more Mac-like appearance. Windows that are
set up in Text mode rather than Icon View are
also considerably faster. This is because
NeoDesk has no icons to worry about sorting
and displaying.

While on the subject of icons, the icon edi-
tor has a few tricks up its sleeve. As well as its
own native .NIC files, the editor can open and
edit a variety of files that contain icons.

The DC Desktop package from Double
Click software includes an icon editor which
stores icons in ICE files. By some clever pro-
gramming, NeoDesk can read these ICE files
and extract the icons from them for its own
use.

Many Gem programs have an associated
RSC file where they store all the information
about their menus, dialogue boxes and icons.
If an RSC file contains any icons, it can be
opened by the Icon Editor and the icons
edited. Icons can also be copied out of ICE
and RSC files and used in NeoDesk NIC files.

Icons inside RSC files can be edited in the
normal way and the RSC files resaved for
future use. This facility allows many Gem pro-
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HOW TO GET STARTED

Once you have copied the program
on to a hard disk or made working
copies of the floppy disks, it’s time to
get started. The first time NeoDesk
runs, you’ll see an alert informing you
that no Dektop INF file could be
found.

NeoDesk will now examine your
system and create a Desktop layout
with icons for all your disks, hard and
floppy. Two new icons will also
appear, the Printer and Clipboard.
Icons can be arranged where ever
you want them, and those for pro-
grams, files and even folders can be
dragged out onto the Desktop so you
can find them easily. Once you are
happy with your desktop arrange-
ment, it can be saved to disk for

future use. The Clipboard is quite an
innovation for the ST. It acts as a
place to temporarily store files and
folders while you are copying them.

Unlike a more conventional ram
disk the clipboard grows and shrinks
as you add or removed items. If you
use the clipboard, it is very important
to remember that whenever you run
another program or quite NeoDesk
the contents of the clipboard will be
lost.

The “«” button allows you to cycle
through any open windows, but mov-
ing them from the front of the screen
to the back. This means that if a win-
dow is open but you can’t see it, you
can still find it without needing to
close any other windows first.

The NeoDesk Recoverable Trashcan is a
great advance for the ST. It allows files that
have been dragged to it for deletion to be
recovered at a later date.

Information about these deleted files is
stored in a hidden data file on the disk. The
space used by these files is not returned to
the operating systems, so if you delete a lot of
files like this you can soon run out of space.

Because files deleted by the recoverable
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trashcan still take up space, it is best not to
use this utility on floppy disks. With only 720K
of space free anyway, deleted files can soon
fill up a floppy and make it unusable.

It is a good idea to check through your list
of deleted files about once a week, and if you
really have finished with them deleted them
permanently to free up disk space.

Many ST public domain libraries have disks
that contain NIC and ICE files that other peo-
ple have created. If you're not very artistic,




these are a good source of new icons for your
programs.

Rather than use the normal Gem windows,
NeoDesk uses its own intelligent windows. For
a start, NeoDesk allows the full system limit of
seven windows to be open at once, not just
four.

Although a vast improvement on ordinary
windows, the NeoDesk windows can be slow
to redraw.

WINDOW ON THE WORLD

If you have lots of windows open at once, the
screen handling can slow down to a crawl. It
is so slow that it is possible to watch windows
being drawn an item at a time.

There are several ways to work around this
problem. The most obvious is to restict your-
self to only two or three open windows at any
time.

If you really need more
windows open, use the &
Show as Text option, as text |
windows are much faster.
Also, try not to overlap win-
dows, only open them side

like the Matrix or SM194 monitors, NeoDesk
provides some tricks for managing your Desk-
top.

Each monitor or resolution can have its own
unique INF file stored for it. These files are
automatically loaded to match the resolution
of the monitor, so if you switch monitors your
windows will always be in the right place.

NeoDesk's custom dialogue boxes can be
positioned anywhere on the screen, and their
position saved. One useful trick is double-
clicking on the patterned background of the
dialogue will center the box in the middle of
the screen, no matter what size your monitor
may be.

One very useful feature than many people
overlook is the Macro recorder built into
NeoDesk. This useful piece of programming
can be used to automate any task that is
repetitive and done frequently.

They are loaded
automatically every time NeoDesk is booted.

NeoDesk is supplied with two important
desk accessories. The Print Spooler and the
Control Panel provide quite a few new fea-
tures for the Desktop.

The Print Spooler allows files to be printed
from the Desktop while you get on with other
work. Files are simply
dragged to the printer
icon on the Desktop
and stacked up until the
printer is free. If the
print spooler is not

installed, don't worry.

NeoDesk does not install
documents for programs in
the same way as Gem. It
allows two file extensions to
be set for each program,
and when a file is double-
clicked the whole pathname
of the file is passed to the
applications. This ensures
an end to the annoying “File
not found” messages that
occur on the normal desk-
top.

Windows can be individ-
ually sorted, whether as text
or as icons. The “x2" button
will clone the window,
including the current direc-
tory path, which is useful if
you're down in several layers of folders. Each
open window can have its own individual
search mask.

It is also possible to install any file extender
as an executable program. For instance, if
you use a program like BAPack that com-
pacts programs but still leaves them exe-
cutable, you can give packed programs a
PAK extension.

For instance, backing up a hard disk can
be a pain, but the NeoDesk macros can do it
for you.

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Nobody buys a monochrome monitor to play games but a look
at what’s available reveals a few surprises for the mono user
who’s after a bit of relaxation. Andrew Wright investigates

he ST is a versatile machine sup-

ported by a wide range of so-called

“serious” software as well as games.

However, games tend to use the ST's
low or medium resolution colour screen
modes, either on a TV through the built-in
modulator or on a dedicated colour monitor,
whereas wordprocessing and other text-
based activities are best in high resolution
monochrome mode.

A monochrome monitor, such as Atari's
SM124 available for around £100, produces a
clear, flicker-free image made up of black text
or graphics on a paper-white background,
close to what you get from the printer. It is the
only real choice for the professional user,
whether for programming, desktop publishing
or producing the latest top 10 hit on a MIDI-
based set-up, as the clear display permits
long hours of use.

This presents a problem for ST owners

who  want

the best of both

worlds — day-to-day use

as a wordprocessor or a program devel-

opment platform and occasional use as a

games machine for relaxation and amuse-
ment.

The best solution is an expensive multisync
monitor which allows the user to switch easily
between any of the ST's three screen modes.
An alternative is to keep two separate moni-
tors and unplug one when the other is
needed. But what if a monochrome screen is
all the budget or the size of the desktop will
allow?

A quick look around demonstrates a sur-
prising range of options, from flight simulators
and shoot-'em-ups to adventures and strat-
egy games as well as the classics
such as bridge and

AT .

chess. As long as you don't expect to go out
and buy a new one each week, there is
enough to keep you well occupied.

Many of the games, including the excellent
Breakout clone, Bolo, and a large number of
PD games, come from Europe, and Germany
in particular. Over there the colour monitor is
hard to find according to Camy Maertens of
Budgie UK, whose licenseware catalogue
offers a selection of interesting mono games
including the classic Othello, the shoot-'em-up
Space Duel and an amusing adventure, From
Little Acorns.

“The ST took off in Germany as a serious
machine with a high resolution monitor for
serious applications,” says Belgium-

born Maertens. “When it arrived
in the UK, it was marketed purely as a games
machine with the result that we now have an
installed user base predominantly using TVs
or colour monitors. Only around 25 per cent of
users are likely to have a mono monitor.

HOT CONTENDER

“On the brighter side there are a handful of
really top class games that run in high resolu-
tion. Although they tend to be more
strategy/adventure style games than arcade
action, there is definitely something for every-
one”.

Electronic Arts’' Imperium has to be a hot
contender for the best game avail-
able in mono. It is an
addictive game

mﬂu\pu(!r
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where the object is to take on the role of
leader of an earth-based empire and domi-
nate the rest of the galaxy using any military,
economic or diplomatic means available.

There is a vast depth to the game with tax-
ation levels, trade embargoes and a variety of
military strategies to choose from. If the going
gets rough there are even subordinates to
look after some aspects of the game. Add a
fast, easy-to-use interface and the game
deserves a place on every mono user's shelf.

Mindscape’s Balance of Power
is similar, a little

and not as

slick but equally
complex and involved. Wargamers
will be happy with the classic ST
game, UMS or Universal Military Simula-
tor, from MicroProse which actually benefits
from the clarity of the mono screen.

Unfortunately, the sequel, UMS Il does not
run in mono. Another to look out for is Inters-
tel's Empire, a superbly simple game but
sadly no longer available. Buy it secondhand
if you see it.

Magnetic Scroll's new release Wonderland,
strangely enough, is another game with a
unique interface, called Magnetic Windows.
This extraordinary window-based command
system marks a radical departure from the
command line found in most adventure

games.
No longer need
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Unit being positioned:

you type “Get item” — just click on the icon
and drag it into the inventory win-
dow instead. Text can still be entered but the
game moves much faster and is much more
fun using the icons and windows. After all,
that's what the ST is all about.

THE QUESTS

Other adventures which look equally enter-
taining in mono are Sierra On-Line’s Quest
series including King's Quest 1-4 and Police
Quest. Surprisingly, for a series of graphic
adventures, the mono

versions are just as

watchable despite the loss of

colour. Langhkor's Mortville Manor is
also a worthwhile adventure with some excel-
lent atmospheric sound effect.

For those who want more action there are
flight simulators such as Sublogic’s Flight
Simulator 2 and HiSoft's Proflight. Although it
is one of the oldest sims around, FS2 is still an
excellent buy, not least for the extra scenario
disks and books available.

Proflight is much newer and has an equal
amount to offer in terms of depth and appeal.
Neither of them are as effective in mono as in
colour but the graphics are certainly ade-
quate for most purposes.

The lack of arcade games reflects the diffi-
culties of programming for mono

Files
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systems. Without the range of colours avail-
able in low resolution, a technique known as
cross-hatching has to be used to differentiate
between areas of the screen.

Unfortunately there are only about half as
many cross-hatching patterns available as
there are colours and, as a result, fewer
objects and backgrounds can be used.
Nonetheless, games

such
as Budgie's Hos-
tile Reception and
Rainbird’s Starglider 2
are wel lworth looking at
N for the frustrated arcade
blaster who's after some fun.

At the other end of the games spectrum are
the classic games such as chess or bridge.
The majority of these programs support mono
as buyers are more likely to be serious users.
In addition, many of them use Gem which
makes it much easier from a programmer’s
point of view to build in mono capability.

For chess on a mono monitor, Oxford Soft-
works’ Chess Champion 2175 and Mind-
scape's Chessmaster 2000 are excellent pro-
grams with plenty of features and massive
libraries of opening moves.

Bridge is also well sup-
ported on the
ST,
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with two programs in particular that are capa-

ble of running under mono. Oxford Softworks’

Bridge Player Galactica offers little in the way
of graphics but plays a good game.

Atari's own Bridge Master plays a less

competent

game but the

graphics  are
nicely done, par-
ticularly in the

way each hand is
dealt out card by
card, building up
a good, realistic

atmosphere. A

nice compan-

ion program
called Bridge
Tutor, is
also avail-
able for those who need
to learn the game completely

from scratch.

Other classic games which need lit-
tle explanation are the Oriental classic, Go
Player, and another traditional game,
Backgammon Royale, again from Oxford Soft-
works. Even football is covered to some
extent, although not in the same way as the
many 3D simulations currently topping the
software charts.

Budgie’s Football 88 and ESP Software’s
Football Crazy are two examples of the game
on a strategic level. For a similar treatment of
the US soccer game try Headcoach from
Qualsoft.

There is plenty of support for mono users in
the PD sector, as you might expect. The cata-
logues of the top libraries offer a wide selec-
tion of games, with the ST Club, for example,
listing over 40 such games from adventures
to arcade action. My own favourites are a
German version of Risk, Napoleon, and that
ageless classic, Invaders.

There are games available for the mono
user, whatever the budget and whatever the
taste. The range may be small but it makes
up in quality what it lacks in size. Seeing the
world in black and white doesn't mean life has
to be dull!

Be warned!

When ordering games from mail order
companies, don’t rely on their advice
as to what is mono compatible and
what is not unless you know and trust
them.

I contacted several and most
couldn’t help. This is understandable,
if a little disappointing, as they oper-
ate on low margins selling software
in bulk.

What is unforgiveable, however, is
providing misleading information. One
mail order company blindly stated
that all its games ran in mono - to
quote the voice on the telephone:
“They just look a bit different that’s
alr”.

Legally, if you buy a game on the
understanding that it is mono com-
patible and then find that it isn’t, you
have a right to a refund. Proving this
when talking over the telephone to a
company dealing with hundreds of
enquiries a day is another matter.

If you are not sure, get confirma-
tion in writing before you buy or bet-
ter still, contact the software house
or distributor first.

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he two main areas in which the STE
improves over the ST are in its sound

and graphics. On the audio front,

sound cartridges of various descrip-
tions are available to soup up your humble
ST. Until now, however, ST owners have been
stuck with a mere 512 colour palette, while
STE owners gleefully selected from a glorious
4096.

The snappily titled JRI ST4096C Colour
Board from TC Developments is a simple
plug-in upgrade which allows the ST access
to the palette used by the STE. For ST owners
who want access to the extra colours, without
the expense and trouble of buying an STE,
this is a neat solution.

FITTED UP

The board itself is very compact indeed.
Hardly bigger than the two video shifter sock-
ets it contains, it fits neatly into most STs. The
two video shifter chips used by the board are
identical. Therefore, the board is supplied
with one, and the second one comes out of
your ST. )

Alternatively, you can buy the board with
no video shifter at all and supply both your-
self. This will save you £30, and so is worth
thinking about.

On Mega STs the fitting could hardly be
more straightforward. The video shifter chip
needs to be located, removed, plugged into
the vacant socket on the board, and then the
whole board plugged back into the shifter
socket. At most it's a 15 minute job.

Fitting to the non-Mega STs is slightly more
complex because the video shifter is con-
tained within a metal box. This box needs to
be opened and the lid removed in order to fit
the board.

Some STs may also require a small amount
of soldering if the video shifter is soldered to
the motherboard, and on some machines
there are components situated very close to
the shifter socket. To fit the board in these
instances, a spare socket is provided which
can be used to increase the height of the
board.

The instructions provided were clear,
although with so many ST versions available,
some pictures would help. One problem can
arise when the ST already has an upgrade
which uses the video shifter socket.

This is the case in many ram upgrade
boards. Although the board works quite hap-
pily alongside such upgrades, fitting
becomes a little more tricky, and may involve

The board comes with a disk containing a
number of utilities, including a patch program
which allows your own software to take advan-
tage of the extra colours now available.

PATCHING NEOCHROME

As soon as the STE mode was selected, | had
access to all those shades that have only ever
seen light on my STE before. If you don't have
this version of Neochrome, the disk contains
programs which will patch earlier versions of
the program to enable them to use the extra
colours.

Other software on the disk includes a
Neochrome slide show program which fades
the pictures in and out using the 4096 colour
palette. This fading is twice as smooth as that
seen on a “normal” ST.

alligrapher is not an entirely new
product. It was first released three
years ago by Computer Concepts,
the creators of Fast Basic. However,
the first release had some serious bugs and
soon disappeared from the market.

In spite of the problems with this first ver-
sion Calligrapher soon built up a dedicated
following. Three years after it was removed
from the market there were still people who
wouldn't use any other wordprocessor.

All that is now history, and Calligrapher has
re-emerged with its problems placed firmly
behind it. Two versions are now available, the
full Professional and a cut-down. Junior ver-
sion. This review will concentrate on the
Junior incarnation, henceforth referred to as
Calligrapher.

The package consists of three single-sided
disks and an excellent manual. Disk one con-
tains the program proper and the installation
program, while two and three are crammed
with printer drivers and multiple font files.

The first contains an unprotected copy of
the program and a Thesaurus. This copy car-
ries your name in the “About...” dialogue as a
deterrent to illegal copying. The fifth master
disk contains three more font families.

The manual provides an excellent introduc-
tion to the program with several easy to follow
tutorial sections, as well as more detailed
explanations of the program. There is also a
pull-out quick reference card with all the key-
board shortcuts-and search codes on it.

ORIGINS AND IMITATION

Calligrapher is very similar to MacWrite, a
powerful wordprocessor for the Apple Macin-
tosh. It even goes so far as to duplicate some
of the Mac standard keyboard shortcuts.

The program makes very elegant use of
Gem, even using its own Desktop to make
some functions more readily accessible. Disk
and printer operations can be performed by
dragging document icons to the correspond-
ing device icon.

Also in Macintosh fashion, if a block of text
has been selected then any new text that is
typed in will replace the selected block. All
operations are fully buffered so if you make a
mistake, pressing the Undo key will restore
your work. x

There are shortcuts for correcting common
typing errors. One of the most frequent mis-
takes is a transposition, where two letters are
typed the wrong way round. If “the” becomes

What makes the program special is the way
it can search for embedded style and format-
ting codes in the main text. So for instance, all
the bold text could be changed to super-
scripted italic with a single operation.

Calligrapher has a good spelling checker.
The 80,000-word dictionary has English — not
American - spellings, and French, German
and Spanish dictionaries are also available.
Eight dictionaries can be used at once when
spell checking a document.

The ability to import graphics is now fairly
standard on ST wordprocessors, but once
again Calligrapher improves on the norm. The
standard Gem file formats, .IMG and .GEM

object-orientated graphics in the .GEM format
can have their cropping and scaling set
before they are imported.

A Calligrapher extension is provided with
the package that allows the Degas .PI? and
NEOchrome format files to be converted to
IMG. The DFX standard used by CAD pack-
ages is also supported, and an additional
program is provided to convert DFX files to
the more useful IMG format.

Once a graphic has been imported it can
be resized and positioned on the page. They
can also be linked to pieces of text, so when
the text is moved the picture automatically
goes with it.

Graphics can be hidden and only an out-
line of the graphics frame shown onscreen.




This not only speeds up the screen display, it
also saves about 20K of memory per graphic.
A separate utility called Snapshot enables
screens to be grabbed and saved to disk.

Many of the more powerful features are
written as Overlays or Paks. These are held
on disk as individual files with .CPK extension.
They appear under the Find menu, and open
a new set of sub-menus.

Five Paks are supplied. The first deals with
importing and exporting text, and it can han-
dle First Word Plus documents, and several
varieties of Ascii text file. It can also cope with
the DIF files created by some spreadsheets.

The Graphics Pak allows Degas and
Neochrome pictures to be converted to .IMG
format and used in Calligrapher documents.
Pictures can be cropped and scaled, and
also have their resolution adjusted. Full colour
mapping is supported to convert colour pic-
tures to monochrome.

The Key Selector is most useful if you're
using a font that has non-English characters
in it. The Selector presents a table showing all
the characters available.

One of the most useful Paks is the Calligra-
pher Help system which offers assistance on
every aspect of the program.

FONT VARIETY

The program is also exceptional in its control
of fonts. Any size from a tiny 6 point to a mas-
sive 128 points can be used, suitable for any-
thing from footnotes to banner headlines.
There is no limit to the number of fonts which
can be used in a document.

It is supplied with two complete font fami-
lies as standard — Holland and Zurich. These
are Times and Helvetica clones offering the
standard serif and sans serif faces.

Registered users gain another three sets of
fonts. Unitype (Courier) is an attractive type-
writer-style font and Math Symbols contains
Greek and mathematical symbols. The last
font family is Ornaments, a Zapf Dingbats
clone with circles, squares, pointing hands
and various other symbols. Other fonts are
available separately.

In order to improve the quality of its printed
output, Calligrapher uses a proprietary sys-
tem of vector fonts, similar to those used by
Calamus. Unlike the normal Gdos fonts, vec-

Gajits’ Sequencer One, one of
the most affordable yet friendly
budget-priced sequencers at
£89.99, has undergone a few
small upgrades bringing it to ver-
sion 1.06.

These include a full implemen-
tation of Midi Song Pointers, the
ability to carry out Block opera-
tions with the mouse, drop into
Record mode from Play and
select which Midi messages are
transmitted when  Stop s
pressed.

But perhaps even more inter-
esting, especially for users with
limited musical experience, is the
launch of the Hit Kit. This is a col-
lection of musical building blocks
which you can assemble in any
number of combinations to con-
struct a song.

They are grouped into seven
musical styles — ballad, blues,
disco, house, Latin, reggae and
techno — which contain up to six
instrument parts — bass, drums,
chords, middle, filling and top.

The drums use Roland’'s MT-32
drum map which you can edit.
There are 82 drum patterns and
124 other phrases, and Gaijits
have arranged some into seven
eight-bar loops so that you can
hear what they sound like in con-
text.

You can easily use these as
the basis for your own songs but
it's quite easy to assemble your
own. Be original!

The Hit Kit is £30 but
Sequencer One owners qualify
for a £5 discount. This is to dis-
tinguish them from Notator,
Cubase and Pro-24 owners who
will have to pay full price when a
version is released for these pro-
grams — which will be soon.

If arranging isnt your strong
suit, the Hit Kit is well worth
checking out.

MORE BAND:-IN-A-BOX

Band-In-A-Box,  which - was
reviewed in December, has been
updated to version 4.1. Like
Freestyle (see News Round-Up)
it's an accompaniment genera-
tor. You enter a chord sequence
and it generates drum, bass and
piano parts in up to 24 styles.

The major innovation is the
ability to create your own rhythm
styles including endings, a fea-
ture which the earlier version
lacked.

Adding weights to a bass pattern in Band-In-A-Box

Dis and DAT

I've been meaning to say a few words about DAT (Digital Audio
Tape) for a while but the audio industry is still in something of a
turmoil trying to decide what to do about it and which standard to
go for.

DAT has been with us for a few years although it hasn’t been
widely publicised outside the audio industry. In effect, a DAT
machine is like a miniature video recorder and DAT tapes are like
mini video tapes.

A DAT player records audio data digitally, of course, and gives
you CD quality recordings. Just to spell it out - a DAT copy of a CD
is indistinguishable from the original CD recording. The DAT tape
can be copied and so on, ad infinitum without any loss of quality.

Naturally, the industry is rather concerned about piracy. (And
you think software publishers are neurotic? The pirate copying of
records and CDs has been going on ever since the tape recorder
was invented and the industry’s still with us!)

In an attempt to overcome, or at least minimise, the effects of
piracy, manufacturers began to incorporate SCMS (Serial Copy
Management System) into DAT players. This allows you to make a
recording on to DAT but not to make another digital recording from
that one.

It doesn’t prevent you from making an analogue copy, however,
and few listeners will be able to tell the difference. For the legiti-
mate user, SCMS should not be a problem.

The advantage of DAT for the sequencer user is that it allows
you to make CD quality recordings of your music. You can copy
your work on to cassette for distribution from a first generation dig-
ital master!

Many sequencers, such as Notator and Cubase, have a Mixer
page which lets you perform a digital mix on the ST without having
to work the faders on an analogue mixer manually. As the mix is
recorded in the sequencer, it’s easy to edit.

Another benefit for anyone making direct-to-disk recordings is
the ability to back up data onto DAT. Because a D-T-D recording can
use as much as 10 meg of disk space to record 30 seconds of
music, DAT storage is a real money-saver. Some samplers can
access data on DAT, too, and sample libraries are being sold on
DAT tapes as well as CDs.

DAT has traditionally been aimed at the professional market but
now manufacturers are seeking to increase consumer awareness
of them. One of the best and cheapest low-cost DATs is Casio’s DA-
7 which you can now find in selected hi-fi dealers and music shops
at prices of around £600 or less - typically £525. I liked it so much |
bought one!

However, electronics giant Philips have thrown a spanner into
the works by announcing a new digital audio tape format based on
the humble cassette recorder. The most obvious benefit is the abili-
ty to play your existing tapes on it although the quality of the digi-
tal recordings isn’t as high as DAT.

If the standard goes ahead it is unlikely to filter down to con-
sumer level in less than a year, maybe two, but by that time DAT
will have a very good foot in the professional door and, if Casio’s
lead is anything to go by, in home studios and by the hi-fi, too. How-
ever, we could be in for another VHS vs Betamax battle!

Imagine a bulletin board that is
only a local number away and
has callers spread out as far
afield as a small croft in the Isle
of Skye, and an even smaller
bedsit in central London.

Throw in a good measure of
Teletext-style  graphics  and
you've pretty much summed up
British Telecom’s Micronet.

During Micronet’s early days it
was dominated by the anorak
elite, but these days it's a very
different story. The net is basi-
cally a huge collection of Tele-
text-style frames. At the last
count there were more than

30,000 pages, containing infor-
mation on various topics from
home computing to satellite TV.

The database is divided up
into a series of mini-magazines
which focus on a specific area
of interest. By keying in a frame
number you're presented with
the relevant information.

The service is extremely well
structured and it's possible to
glean the information you want
without ever keying a frame
number directly. Instead, single
or double digit selections can
be made from intermediate
menus which flow down different

arteries and veins of the net-
work. The built-in keyword facili-
ty provides a more friendly way
to get to the most commonly
accessed areas. For example,
typing *ST# while online takes
you directly to the ST area of the
‘Net.

But what about the quality of
the information? Fortunately,
most Micronet areas are well
run; a large number of topics
are updated daily with others
typically being updated twice a
week.

QUALITY MATTERS

The information comes from a
variety of sources. Micronet has
a core editorial team which pro-
vides the main news and com-
puter magazines, while external
contributors provide news and
features on special interest top-
ics like hi-fi, music and televi
sion. There's even a special
open access section of the

Micronet caters for Atari ST
owners in a number of ways.

AT-Speed and ATonce have both
recently introduced 16MHz ver-
sions of their gadgets to an
increasingly breathless public -
and somewhere out there is also
a 286 SuperCharger.

Compo’s offering and cannot
say that | notice a striking speed
difference compared to the pre-
vious version in day-to-day use,
but Compo’s quoted Norton fac-
tor of 8.2 is somewhat niftier than
the 6 or so of its predecessor.

BEGINNER’S GUIDE
One of the great temptations to
be resisted when writing a regu-
lar column such as this one is to
assume that everybody has read
every previous instalment and
thus faithfully following me into
the upper stratospheres of PC
and Mac emulation.

In fact, | am struck by the
number of requests | get to go
back to. fundamentals and
enlighten those who are only just
considering making their ST don
the garb of those strange
machines.

That's a good thing, | sup-
pose, since it shows how well
the ST continues to sell and that
new users are being introduced
to Atari computing all the time.

So, by popular request, here
is a basic briefing in the black
art of emulation. How does an
ST manage to mimic a Mac or
PC at all, given the considerable
differences between them? Well,
as far as the Mac is concerned,
the differences are not that
great.

Both use the same central
processor chips, and emulating
the Mac is therefore "merely” —
apologies to Dave Small, inven-
tor of the wonderful Spectre — a
question of reconciling the

expectations of Mac software
with the remaining architecture
found in Atari's grey boxes.

This is what the emulating
software does, whereas the
Spectre cartridge is essentially
the home for those parts of
Apple's operating system that
reside in rom chips. In principle,
the Mac could even be emulated
in software only, but that would
involve breaking Apple's copy-
right to the contents of the roms
and thus would be very naughty,
not to say illegal, indeed.

As to the PC, it being a some-
what jazzed-up relic of the 8-bit
stone age of personal comput-
ing, built around various CPUs
from the US firm Intel, it would
again be possible to painstak-
ingly translate every Intel instruc-
tion into its Motorola equivalent.
It has been done, by the now
legendary pc-ditto — but all that
interpreting slows down software
emulation to a crawl.

So instead, emulator design
has settled on using a genuine
Intel chip or equivalent — NEC's
V30 and Intel's own 286 being
the most popular — running par-

Then, of course, you still need
the operating system software
before you can indulge in dis-
guising your ST. The disk-bound
parts of the Mac's system soft-
ware have to be obtained from
Apple dealers — notoriously snot-
ty and unhelpful - or friendly
Mac users.

WITHIN THE LAW
The PC operating system must
be bought if you want to stay on
the right side of the law, unless,
of course, it comes bundled with
the emulator as is increasingly
the fashion (see above). Only
then will you be able to shove a
genuine Mac or PC disk into
your ST drive and run the
famous software classics.

But what about disk formats?
No problem in the case of PC
software as long as the software
comes on 720K, 3.5in disks, as
it usually does since this format
is popular on portable PCs. But
the older, larger 5.25in disks and
newer, high-density 3.5in format
can be a hurdle.

With Mac emulation, the GCR
version of Spectre can handle
Mac disks, but again not the
more recent high-density for-
mats. In both cases, find a help-
ful friend or dealer willing to
transfer the bytes onto ST-friend-

ly floppies for you.
If all else fails, there are
always modems and null

modem cables, but that is hardly
a suitable topic for beginners.

No doubt you've played a text-

only adventure — or at least seen

one — and either love them or

hate them. If you've never played

a multi user game, however, you've never seen a text-only adven-
ture at its best.

MUGs, as they are generally known, can only be played if you
have access to a modem, or are lucky enough to be resident at a
university with one running on the mainframe. You connect to the
system, decide on a name by which you shall be known and enter
the game.

What you see onscreen is a text description of the situation:
where you are; what is happening, etc. At this point there is no visi-
ble difference between a MUG and a single user text-only adven-
ture.

Indeed, you can play a MUG as if it was a single user game
(SUG), but that is not where the strengths of a MUG lie. Let's face
it. Text-only adventures are old hat these days and only the most
die hard adventure fanatic prefers them to the superduper graphi-
cal games such as Dungeon Master and many others.

The one thing that a MUG can provide that no SUG will ever
supply is the interaction. True, in a SUG you can meet interesting
characters and talk with them, kill them, trade with them, but I've
yet to see a SUG where you could ask a character what it thought
of the football last night and get a sensible answer.

Here lies the main difference between a MUG and a SUG. While
wandering through the landscape, finding items of treasure, solv-
ing puzzles or whatever you wish to be doing, you may come

Many of the more popular MUGs have regular meetings where
players get together to discuss great tales of heroism and brava-
do, and even greater tales of who drank the most at the last get
together!

A good MUGs is also constantly evolving. Buy a SUG and you're
stuck with what you've got. Play a MUG, however, and you'll find
the game is constantly changing, new features, areas, commands,
etc being added by the operator of the game. MUG operators usu-
ally listen carefully to suggestions made by the players, so you can
even have a hand in the direction in which the game evolves!

Over in the PC world GST has
just released version 2 of Time-
works Publisher. The company is
also on record as saying it is
continuing to develop Timeworks
‘and other products for the ST
market.

Assuming the ST version of
Timeworks continues to parallel
the PC product, what can we
look forward to in Timeworks
Publisher 2 ST?

The biggest improvement may
be the ability to flow text directly
around a graphic, rather than
just around its frame. This is
done by manually altering the
outline of the frame to mimic the
shape of the graphic. It's easy to
use and very versatile.

Also on the improvements list
may be a wider range of paper
sizes, more text and graphics fil-
ters for loading alien formats and
extensions to the keyboard
short-cuts.

The range of embedded com-
mands that can be typed into a
wordprocessing text file and
automatically actioned by Time-
works is also a feature of the new
PC product. Ascii text can be
exported too.

One area in which the ST ver-
sion of Timeworks probably won't
be able to mimic the PC version
is the increased range of fonts.
GST now bundles its bitmapped
font generator, Typografica with
the PC DTP, giving seven fonts
in any size you might care to cre-
ate.

Unless Atari’s rumoured intro-
duction of UltraScript as an
extension to ‘GDOS comes
about, it seems unlikely that GST
could offer the same flexibility in
font handling that it has intro-
duced to Timeworks PC. With
UltraScript, of course, the ST
would yet again get one over the
PC, -as UltraScript fonts are
scaleable "on-the-fly"..

ENTER A FEW MORE
CHARACTERS

The set of characters you can
display and print depends very
much on the DTP you use. The
set of all upper and lower case
letters, numbers and punctuation
characters is common to all, of
course, but the same is not true
of characters not found on the
keyboard. Those DTPs which

If you use a Gem-based pro-
gram, like Timeworks Publisher
ST, its character set is that pro-
vided by Digital Research for
Gem. This set includes a mass
of accented characters, Euro-
pean punctuation — such as the
inverted question and exclama-
tion marks — and a limited range
of symbols, including those for
registered design and trade
mark.

Although the characters are
there, there’s no way of access-
ing them from within Timeworks
as they can’t be typed directly.

The program can display and
print them, but only by import-
ing them from another program
which can generate them
directly.

The easiest way to use these
characters is to make up a
short file of them, using another
application which can generate
them. You can then import them
into a small frame within your
working document in Time-
works where they can then be
cut and pasted as needed.

Although this sounds cum-
bersome, you don't normally put
a TM or cedilla in every sen-
tence you write.

The cheapest way to gener-
ate a set of all the Gem charac-
ters is to buy a copy of the PD
program STWriter, available for
a couple of pounds, and edit a

Doing strange
things with
spreadsbeets,
using PC files
and saving tax

Ask the average executive of a
large company what he does
with his desktop computer and
the chances are that using a
spreadsheet will be near the top
of the list. You may find that sur-
prising, for at first sight spread-
sheets appear pretty limited
things — wonderful for doing lots
of complicated sums and not

any cell of a spreadsheet can
hold numbers, text, or a formula.
So, if you make the first column
very wide, you have a crude text
editor, or, if you head the
columns “Name”, “Address”,
“Telephone”, etc, you have
something that is starting to look
very like a database, and you
will probably be able to sort the
records and search for a particu-
lar surname.

If you are lucky enough to own
